This year, the 11th Spring residential, Stephen Reay is coming to Sedbergh to conduct Bruckner’s 3rd Symphony and to play Elgar’s Romance for Bassoon and Orchestra.  If you haven’t worked with Stephen before, don’t miss the chance – if you have, you won’t need any persuasion.

However, if you do need persuasion, there will be a variety of musical opportunities on offer, from serious to fun.  Sunday Supplement this year offers 12 conductors the chance of ‘Five minutes on the podium’. Time to find out if you enjoy that lonely place and if it’s something you’d like to take further.  There’s the usual Saturday evening concert party, which always provides great enjoyment, as well as revealing hidden talents.  There’s the serious playing too;  dedicated sectionals, led by Stephen, to rehearse the tricky bits of the Bruckner, and sessions to explore music by other composers (including Handel). You might even find a tiny space to fit in some chamber music or singing.

As always, this is a weekend to celebrate existing friendships and to make new ones.  Late evenings are free for talking, singing, playing, eating and drinking, and early mornings are for walking, swimming or relaxing.  Or playing again.  You can come as a resident or for sessions or days, so long as you let me know.  Music in great diversity, so don’t miss out!

If you can, please download it for free from the Petrucci library, and don’t forget to bring your copy with you. (Just google ‘Petrucci Library’ and follow the on-screen instructions.)
